This award is open to all apprentices of AIMEX, ACMG or SYA members and can be nominated by their host or they can nominate themselves.

The Australian Marine Industry Awards are presented annually to reward the outstanding achievements of Australian businesses in the marine export, superyacht and commercial sectors. The Awards are organised by the Australian International Marine Export Group (AIMEX), Superyacht Australia and the Australian Commercial Marine Group (ACMG).

Applications are invited from apprentices currently undergoing training or having completed training between 1 Jan– 31 Dec 2020, with a business that is a current financial member of AIMEX, Superyacht Australia or ACMG with a registered ABN that are involved in the Australian Marine Industry.

The Awards presentation will take place in conjunction with ASMEX at Sanctuary Cove on Tuesday 18th May, 2021.

JUDGING CRITERIA:
The judges' decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.

Judging will be based on information supplied and its capacity to meet the specified criteria.

· It is critical that applicants ensure they answer the questions posed for each section.

· Answers to all sections have specified word limits. 

· You must supply 2-4 photographs (including 1 portrait profile image) which best display your organisation, products or service in high resolution jpeg format for use in pre and post competition publications.  

· You must supply your company logo in high resolution PNG format. 
· The award winner must be able to travel with AIMEX to Amsterdam for METSTRADE 2021 held 16-18 November 2021.
In your application, you must answer all questions and present information in a way that clearly addresses each question. 
The judging panel will be looking for evidence of how the candidates training has contributed to their career and study plans, to the development of their skills and achivements, as well as any way which their training may have contributed to achieve other pursuits.
